Zone 10 Code of Conduct for Players, Coaches, and Parents

Players

e Players are expected to represent their team and organization with pride and to
show sportsmanship at all times.

e Players are expected to respect the rules of the game, referees and
players/coaches from other organizations.

e Players who are given a match or gross misconducts will be suspended.

e Players who fight will be automatically suspended for the next game. If a
player persists in fighting, Zone 10 will add to the suspension.

Coaches

e Coaches are expected to be the role model that instils pride and sportsmanship
in the team, and each individual player.

e Coaches are expected to teach the skills and rules of the game.

e Coaches are expected to demonstrate respect for referees, and coaches/players
from other organizations.

e Coaches are responsible for team development and discipline.

e Coaches are to give each player on the team the opportunity to play in Zone
games to allow the player to develop.

Parents

Parents, we ask you to remember that players and most referees are children. Verbal
threats of physical abuse, and demeaning comments are not fun and have no place in
this sport. Zone 10 expects all coaches and players to control their emotions and to be
objective, we ask the same of each parent. In the past (on rare occasions) teams have
been warned that if poor sportsmanlike behaviour from parents does not improve,
Zone 10 will not rate them, this in turn disqualifies the team from participating in
Provincial Tournament play.
